ROMUALDAS POZERSKIS

Romualdas Pozerskis was born in Vilnius, on 7 July, 1951. From 1957 till 1969 he
received the secondary education in Kaunas. From 1969 till 1975 he studied electrical

engineering at Kaunas Polytechnic Institute. In 1979 he got married. Together with his
wife Virginija they have two children: Povilas (b. 1980) and Monika (b. 1981).

After graduating he started to work at Photography Art Society of Lithuania. Since 1993
has given lectures on the history and aesthetics of photography at Vytautas Magnus
University, Kaunas. Since 2011 he has been Professor at Vytautas Magnus University
Faculty of Arts Department of Contemporary Art.

Since 1976 Pozerskis has been a member of the Union of the Lithuanian art
photographers. Two principal awards — Photographers’ and the viewers’ — at the Young
Photographers’ Competition of the International Arles Photography festival in France
(1977). Merited Worker of Arts (1989). He became the Winner of Lithuanian National
Culture and Art Award, the highest prize for cultural achievements in Lithuania (1990).
Pozerskis was presented in University of Vienna the Herder Prize of Alfred Toepfer
Fundation from Hamburg, for his contribution to the fostering and preservation of Central
and Eastern Europe’s cultural heritage (2004). The Cross of Knight of the Order “For the
Merits to Lithuania” (2005). The “Golden Cross of Merit” from President of Poland Lech
Kaczynki (2006). Balys Bura¢as Photography Art Award (2009). Gold Medal of the 40"
Anniversary of the Lithuanian Photographers Association (2009). Silver medal for Merits
of Vytautas Magnus University (2012).
