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We are living in an era when global challenges like climate change, migration and war in Ukraine are posing new questions and
demanding new answers from European leaders and ordinary citizens.

The Idea of Europe Forum is a place where the brightest minds of Europe and the world meet regularly to discuss the most
important challenges facing Europe at this moment in history and to look for solutions together. The Forum gathers heads
of state, politicians, intellectuals, researchers, and thinkers to exchange ideas, insights and best practices that will shape the
European future.

The first Forum took place in November 2022 and brought together the presidents of Lithuania, Poland, Ukraine, Latvia, and
Romania, along with intellectuals from all across Europe. The Schuman Declaration, the precursor of the European Union,
proclaims: “Europe will not be created at once.” Drawing on the idea that the creation of Europe is a continuous task, the Forum
will become a regular event to ask what Europe is and what its place and role in the world are.

On the occasion of Lithuania joining the European Union 20 years ago, the three main thematic issues for the next Forum
will be the enlargement of European Union and associated challenges, migration, and Europe’s global competitiveness in the
foresecable future.
